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Fire ban district

During the summer months, days of Total Fire Ban are frequently declared in
Victoria. The Country Fire Authority (CFA) has divided the state into five key
districts. Central Goldfields Shire is in the North Western District.

On days when the North Western District is declared a Total Fire Ban, please
observe the CFA warnings.

Garbage Collection

Central Goldfields Shire has a waste management system that is easy to use,
reduces waste to landfill and encourages recycling.

Garbage — Red lids: Bins fitted with red lids are for garbage — that is all matter
that cannot be reused or recycled.

Recycling — : Bins fitted with yellow lids are for all recyclable prod-
ucts.

Green waste — Green lids: Green waste rubbish bins are fitted with green lids.
To obtain one of these bins, residents need to contact Central Goldfields Shire
Council.

Hard rubbish

Hard rubbish is collected from the kerb side on the first Friday of every month
from the declared urban areas. Residents need to book for a hard rubbish col-
lection prior to the collection day. To make a booking call 1800 556 952.
